PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

Cllr Brocklehurst asked about a pile of dry stone walling on the Dove Trail and was advised that 
these are for ongoing works being carried out by Hadrian’s Dry Stone Walling.

Cllr Leech asked when grit bins are likely to be refilled. The information from Barnsley MBC is 


that grit bins are not likely to be refilled. Barnsley MBC’s current policy is to grit a track on 
estate roads rather than filling the bins.

A resident asked when the Silkstone/twinning entry sign and planter are likely to be repaired 
(opposite Gate House Lodge). The Clerk will chase Barnsley MBC to find out.

Cllr Stier advised that a vehicle has hit a telegraph pole on Moorend Lane, Silkstone Common, causing the wiring to become exposed. The Clerk had reported this to BT who will repair the pole.

The area engineer will be 
visiting site shortly to assess the work required which is outstanding from 2 years ago.
