PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

Cllr Smith raised the problem with nettles on the TPT. The Clerk advised that a visitor to the TPT 
from Denby Dale had also reported the problem to BMBC as he had been unable to complete his 
walk due to the amount of nettles. The Clerk has already advised the TPT officer but the work had 
not been done. The Clerk will chase.

Cllr Leech advised that the weeds along the footpath from The Red Lion to Towngate had become 
so bad that residents had cleared the footpath. This is work that BMBC should be doing. The Clerk 
was asked to contact the footpaths officer at BMBC to find out if they have a planned maintenance 
schedule for footpaths in the parish. The Clerk was also asked to find out if BMBC are still running 
the Adopt a Footpath scheme.


Cllr Stier advised that there is a Parish Council bench by Moorend Lane cottages that is never used 
and is in a bad state of repair. It was agreed that the Clerk will ask the handyman to remove this 
bench.


Cllr Gallamore advised that quad bikes and motorbikes are causing a nuisance on the waggonway 
at the spoil heaps near the sewage works, The Clerk will advise BMBC and the police of the 
problem. It was noted that fly tipping is also a problem in this area. The Clerk will report to 
Neighbourhood Pride.

RESOLVED to accept apologies from Cllr Brocklehurst who has family commitments and Cllr 
Charlesworth who is working.
10-039 DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

RESOLVED to note Cllr Stier’s declaration of a prejudicial interest in the payment to the Handyman under agenda item 8. The item was not discussed as the payment was authorised on block with other payments. Cllr Stier also declared an interest in item 11 terms of contract and payment for the handyman.
10-040 MINUTES

Silkstone Parish Council - RESOLVED to approve the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on Monday 7 June 2010 as a true and accurate record. The Chairman signed the minutes.

Cllr Stier advised that 3 quotes had been obtained for felling of a tree in Orchard Wood and also to cut back branches of trees overhanging the school fence. Profell have been given the order and will fell the main tree in the next few weeks. They will work on the trees overhanging the school grounds during the school’s summer holidays.

10-046 HIGHWAYS


RESOLVED that the Clerk will contact the Ward Councillors to ask one of them to attend the next 
Parish Council meeting to explain the new arrangements for reporting highways issues to BMBC via 
Ward Panels and to explain the new ‘ Neighbourhoods and engagement framework’.

RESOLVED that the Clerk will e-mail BMBC Highways to request that the new land drain along 
Silkstone Lane is topped with finer grain aggregate which is more pedestrian friendly and 
sympathetically coloured. The level also needs building up to prevent the carriageway breaking up. 
A number of safety issues have already occurred involving pedestrians and cyclists and Parish 
Council think that BMBC need to amend the specification and ensure the new drain is level with the 
road surface.

RESOLVED that the Clerk will find out the dates of future PACT meetings.


RESOLVED that the Clerk will contact BMBC Highways to advise that the road surface on Cone 
Lane is fast deteriorating and that significant damage is evident on relatively new tarmac surfaces. 
Parish Council to request that BMBC Highways contractors return to rectify the problems.


Cllr Handley advised that the embankment on Church Hill has still not been cut. Cllr Stier advised 
that the BMBC machine for cutting embankments is currently in Silkstone Common so should be on 
its way to Silkstone. The Clerk will chase in a week or so if the banking has not been cut.

10-047 CRIME FIGURES

RESOLVED to note May 10 Crime figures for Silkstone 3 and Silkstone Common 2; and for June 
10 Silkstone 7 and Silkstone Common 5. The increase in crime in June is due to increased theft 
from cars and damage to cars.
10-048 SILKSTONE RECREATION GROUND

RESOLVED to approve the recommendation of the Silkstone Playing Fields Committee to re-appoint Mr Waring as the Parish Council’s handyman. The Clerk will issue Mr Waring with a contract and job description.

FURTHER RESOLVED that Mr Waring’s hourly rate will be reviewed during the annual budget setting in November with a view to increasing his rate from April 2011.

       FURTHER RESOLVED that the Clerk will thank Graham Wells on behalf of the Parish Council 
       for writing the job description for the grounds man.

· Drainage



RESOLVED to note that the Clerk and Cllr Stier met with 3 drainage contractors last week to 

discuss the investigatory works required to ascertain why the drainage at the Recreation 

            Ground is not working correctly.


FURTHER RESOLVED that since the Parish Council will not meet now until 6 September 

10;  the Parish Council give the Clerk delegated authority to spend up to £700 for the 


investigatory works on the drainage at the Silkstone Recreation Ground. The quotes will be 

discussed at the Silkstone Playing Fields Committee meeting on 26 July 10 and an order 

placed 
following that meeting.


RESOLVED to use the Standard Conditions for the supply of Goods and Services when necessary 
for contractor works.


Cllr Stier advised that Penistone Plumbing & Heating have rectified the problems with the boiler flue 
pipe and a steel grill has been installed by the handyman to prevent vandalism in the future.


RESOLVED to note that quotations are awaited for the electrical works required to the sensor.

10-049 SILKSTONE WAR MEMORIAL LANDSCAPING PROJECT


Members discussed the three quotations from solicitors to act on behalf of the Parish Council to 
secure the lease from Barnsley MBC for the War Memorial land.  


RESOLVED that the Parish Council will appoint Mr B Hoyland of Pennine Law in Penistone to act 
for them in this matter. The Clerk will advise Barnsley MBC and their legal department will contact 
Mr Hoyland.


RESOLVED to note that the Parish Council will be responsible to pay Barnsley MBC’s legal 
fees to execute the lease, these are likely to be around £900.

RESOLVED that the Parish Council will consider improvements to the soft landscaping around the 
memorial and seating next year. It was suggested that local businesses could be invited to sponsor
 parts of the scheme.

FURTHER RESOLVED that as soon as the lease is signed, the Parish Clerk will issue a press 
release about the lease and the proposed works.


RESOLVED that the Clerk will place an order to proceed with North Notts Landscapes with the 
option to create disabled access to the memorial. The cost quoted was £7,019 in 
September 2009. 
If the contractor needs to review his quotation the Parish Council will consider the quotation at 
their September meeting. It was noted that funds have been promised from the War Memorials 
Trust of £1,664 and from the Barnsley MBC Community Fund of £2,500 (already paid) towards this 
scheme.


FURTHER RESOLVED that the Clerk will ask Barnsley MBC to provide a licence to enter the land if 
the contractor’s start date is before the lease is signed off.
