PUBLIC QUESTION TIME
A resident of Ben Bank Road addressed the Council and supplied a copy of a number of letters he had written to Barnsley MBC highways.  His request to Barnsley MBC was for some sort of traffic calming scheme to slow traffic down when entering the village along Ben Bank Road. Councillors advised that a central road island was installed a few years ago but was removed following complaints from residents on Ben Bank Road who were against a traffic calming scheme.
The Clerk will invite the new head of Highways Darren Richardson to attend a Parish Council meeting in the near future. 
Cllr Stier advised that the Police for Penistone East and West now have a speed radar gun and should be asked to spend some time on Ben Bank Road.

Following a request from the Parish Council a speed wire was set on Ben Bank Road 18 months ago. The results showed that no further action was required by the Highways department.

09-032 BOMFEST 2009
The Assistant Festival Organiser, Event Manager and Health & Safety Officer of Barnsley Original Music addressed the Parish Council regarding BOMfest 2009 which is proposed to be held at Silverwood Scout Camp on 25 July 2009.

They outlined the on-going arrangements for the festival and addressed the Parish Council’s concerns relating to car parking and the finish time.
They advised that unaccompanied under 16’s must leave the site at 7pm. After 7pm the event is for Adults only (over 18’s or accompanied over 16’s).

Car Parking – BOMfest organisers are in discussion with the owners of car parks at the Dodworth Business Park with a view to providing a park and ride service to the festival.  The Parish Council would support this solution to the parking problem and asked the representatives present to advise Parish Council when this arrangement has been confirmed.

Finish time – the BOMfest organisers advised that the planned finish time is 2am with all amplified music stopping at 1am. The stages will be positioned towards the woods to keep the direction of the music away from the villages.

BOMfest organisers advised that they are working closely with Barnsley MBC noise pollution officers and licensing department and also with the Police and Fire Service. A security company is to be employed for the festival. Noise levels will be monitored on site at designated points throughout the festival.


The 3 BOMfest representatives left the meeting.
RESOLVED that Silkstone Parish Council will withdraw their objection to car parking subject to the BOMfest organisers confirming with Barnsley MBC that they will run a park and ride from Dodworth Business Park.
RESOLVED that the Parish Council still object to a 2am finish time, but accept that the final decision lies with Barnsley MBC.

RESOLVED that the Parish Council would not increase the hourly rate for the Grounds man and Handy man at present but that they would review their hourly rate later in the year as part of the budget setting process.
