MINUTES of the MEETING of SILKSTONE PARISH COUNCIL held on Monday 4 May 2010 at 6.45pm at Silkstone Common Methodist Chapel

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME


As no members of the public were present, the Chairman invited comments from the Councillors present.

Cllr Stier requested that the Parish Council write to Barnsley MBC to thank Graham Handley for progressing 
the resurfacing works of the South Yorkshire Buildings road.


Cllr Stier reported that he and the handyman had inspected the holly tree in Orchard Wood which a resident 
had reported as overgrown. The Parish Council agreed that the handyman should be asked to cut back the 
tree and that the resident be asked to contribute half to the cost should he wish the tree to be cut back on 
his side of the boundary.

Cllr Stier advised that two quotes had been received to cut down a tree in Orchard Wood. A third quote will 
be obtained and the quotes reported to Parish Council. The Clerk will contact Profell to obtain a third 
quotation.

Cllr Liddell advised that residents of Manor Park, Silkstone are aiming to start a TARA (Tenants and 
Residents Association). A newsletter has been issued to the area seeking support and volunteers to form a 
committee. The Clerk was asked to write to the group to ask that the Parish Council be kept informed of 
their progress.

She described her role as that of a critical 
friend and stated that in this 3rd year as internal auditor she was pleased with the development of a 
more rigorous review of the Parish Council’s internal controls and procedures. She highlighted an 
issue of concern which was raised at the last Internal Audit meeting relating to the lack of a contract 
with the handy man and the grounds man. The Clerk advised that she is seeking advice and will 
progress this matter as a priority with a report to go to the next Parish Council meeting.

FURTHER RESOLVED that the Clerk will investigate possible grant funding for drainage works and 
will speak to the Clerk at Thurgoland Parish Council as they have recently carried out drainage 
works on their cricket field.

· Handyman & Grounds man


RESOLVED to note that the internal auditor had pointed out to the Clerk that the Handyman and 
Grounds man should have a contract. The Clerk should also hold proof of their public liability 
insurance and tax status.


FURTHER RESOLVED that the Clerk will draft terms and conditions and a job description for 
both roles. She will request a copy of the handyman’s and grounds man’s public liability insurance 
and a letter stating their tax status. The Parish Council will consider the contracts at the next 
meeting and take a decision as to whether to tender the contracts or negotiate with the existing 
contractors.
