10-01 APOLOGIES
Apologies were received and accepted from D Atkinson, N Bentley, K Grimshaw and 
J Ward.
10-02 DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
      RESOLVED to note Cllr Stier’s declaration of an interest in the contractual arrangements   

      for the handy man Mr Waring.
10-03 MINUTES

RESOLVED to approve the minutes of the Silkstone Playing Fields Working Party (SPFWP) held on Monday 26 April 10. 
10-04 PAVILION
· Cricket Club Alcohol Licence
RESOLVED that the Cricket Club will provide a copy of the Alcohol Licence to the Clerk as soon as possible.

RESOLVED that cricketers will check the outside litter bins before leaving site to ensure that no glass bottles have been left.

Comments Book

RESOLVED to note the following comments; members will pass this information on to their teams.

· Changing room 1 cricket – chewing gum on floor.

· Cricket banking – rubbish and bottles – cricketers to monitor.

· A youth organisation team was seen playing on the football pitch on 27 May without permission. It is not know which organisation this was. The Clerk will e-mail the youth participation worker at BMBC to check if he knows anything.

· On 4 June vandalism occurred on the Pavilion including the light sensor cable pulled off the wall and gas air vent cover removed and soil inside the vent pipe. Heating system affected (Penistone Plumbing and Heating investigating the problem). Also on the same night the cricket club nets were cut and plaster knocked off the wall on the cricket side of the pavilion. The Police have been informed and will increase their patrols of the area over the next few weeks.

10-05 PAVILION BOOKINGS/HIRE
RESOLVED to note that the Harriers race is on Saturday this week. The handy man will work Saturday instead of Friday this week so that the changing rooms can be cleaned straight after the race.
RESOLVED to note that the B Band have moved out of the Pavilion with immediate effect.
10-06 RECREATION GROUND
· STRI REPORT

RESOLVED that the Clerk will contact the Groundsman regarding the requirement for fertiliser on the cricket field and football pitch which requires 2 applications between now and the start of the football season. The application is 35g/sqm.

RESOLVED that the Clerk will ask the Groundsman to build up the goalmouth area.
RESOLVED that the Clerk will request a quotation from Pugh Lewis for additional vertidraining as an option to improve drainage on the touchline of the football field.
· DRAINAGE


The Clerk advised that a quotation to undertake a survey to ascertain the source of 
the water ingress in the changing rooms had been obtained for £950.  The quotation 
suggests carrying out the survey at a time when water has entered the changing 
room. The Parish Council has decided to not pursue this option at present since the 
survey will involve trial holes in the changing room floor and removal of plaster from 
the walls.


The Parish Council have agreed to progress drainage at the top and bottom of the 
banking and the Clerk is to speak to a drainage engineer from Barnsley MBC to 
obtain names of companies who may be able to carry out a survey of the existing 
drains; and make recommendations on how to solve the problems of surface water 
flooding the cricket outfield and football pitch touchline.

Upon completion of the survey, contractors’ quotes will be sought for all necessary 
improvement works. Depending on the costs involved the Parish Council may need 
to seek grant funding towards the works.
· ROCKIN THE REC


The event will take place on 3 July 10 and tickets can be purchased from Nigel 
Bentley, Andy Horsfield, the Ring O’Bells or on the night.

The licence has gone to the police and they will contact Nigel Bentley with any issues. A copy of the licence and proposed site plan has been given to the Clerk. The event will take the same format as last year with a 12.30pm finish.
· INSURANCE CLAIMS

The Clerk advised that the insurance company for the first incident (on the banking at the access road side of the pitch) have denied liability to the claimants’ solicitor. No response to this has been received. The Clerk will update members when any further information is received. The insurers for the second incident have no further information to report.
10-07 HANDYMAN AND GROUNDSMAN CONTRACTS
· Public Liability Insurance and Tax Status

The Clerk advised that the Handyman has provided a copy of his public liability insurance for Parish Council file; proof of tax status is awaited from his accountant.

The grounds man does not have public liability insurance; the Parish Council’s 
insurer has advised that he does not need his own insurance if he only uses the 
Parish Council’s equipment (e.g. tractor). The grounds man has been advised that if 
a situation should occur when he needs to use any equipment which is not owned by 
the Parish Council that he will need his own public liability insurance. Written proof of 
tax status from the grounds man is awaited.

· Grounds man
Following discussion and the Clerk’s advice about the internal auditors and Barnsley MBC procurement department’s view on the role of the grounds man; it was 
RESOLVED that it is appropriate and fair that the role of the grounds man should be tendered to 3 contractors. It was agreed that Mr M Dawson, Mr C Waring and Barnsley MBC grounds maintenance department should be invited to tender the role.

FURTHER RESOLVED that the new contract should be from 1 April 2011. The contract to be tendered now so that the contract is agreed prior to the Parish Council’s budget setting process in November/December 2010.


RESOLVED that the Clerk will draft a tender package of documents to include job 
description, contract terms, site plan and brief scope of works. All documents to be 
approved by this Committee by e-mail so that the tender can go out as soon as 
possible. Date for return of tenders to be end of August so that the tenders can be 
presented to this committee in September and then approved at the Parish Council 
meeting in October.

· Handy man

RESOLVED that the Committee are happy with the work of the current handyman who is very flexible and accommodating of the needs of the role. It was agreed that following this review, Mr C Waring continue in his role.

FURTHER RESOLVED that the Clerk will draft a contract and job description for the handy man as soon as possible.

RESOLVED that the Clerk will check the Parish Council’s asset register to check if the cricket roller and gang mowers are listed as being in Parish Council ownership.
10-08 ACCOUNTS

RESOLVED to note the Budget Monitor and Receipts and Payments schedules.

RESOLVED to note that S Chambers has reviewed the utility bills and found that the 
contract end dates for electricity is 12 May 2012 and 3 April 2011 for gas. It was 
agreed that the Clerk will make a diary note to review utilities in December 2010 as 
90 days notice to the provider is required to terminate the contract.


RESOLVED to note that A Horsfield has drafted a letter to close the SPFMC bank 
account and transfer funds to the Parish Council. The Parish Council’s bank details 
have changed so A Horsfield will amend the letter and forward it to the bank.

10-09 CORRESPONDENCE

RESOLVED to note an e-mail from Thurgoland Parish Council relating to possible funders for drainage schemes. Noted that Thurgoland have been unable to obtain grants from Awards for All or Sport England. They have received a small grant from the community support fund run by Barnsley MBC.

10-010 ANY OTHER PAVILION OR PLAYING FIELDS BUSINESS

S Chambers advised that the cricket club have requested a quotation for a solar powered alarm system for the containers He also advised that the proposed new sight screens require planning permission which he is progressing and will keep the Parish Council up to date with progress.
RESOLVED to note that the damaged cricket nets can be repaired.

RESOLVED to note that the Committee choose’ Willow’ carpet for the upstairs landing and request the Clerk to place an order with Haigh Carpets for £240. 

RESOLVED that a date to clear out the garage be set – 10 July 10 at 10.30am; the Clerk will e-mail all members of the committee to advise. Any equipment left in the garage by this date will be cleared out by those present and a decision taken whether or not to keep the item.
