09-48 MINUTES

RESOLVED to approve the minutes of the Silkstone Playing Fields Working Party (SPFWP) held on Monday 16 November 2009 and to note that Cllr Stier was present at the meeting.
09-49 PAVILION

 Cllr Stier reported that HiTek have completed the replacement of the light in the garage and a new exit sign in the kitchen.

It was agreed that a spring clean of the garage is required. User groups will liaise and arrange a convenient date for this. The football changing rooms will be cleared out this coming weekend.

RESOLVED to note the password to speak to the alarm company Minder.  All members of the working party noted the password. Any user group not in attendance should contact the Clerk to be told the password.

Cllr Stier read through his record of fob holders for the alarm. Members advised a few amendments which were noted.

RESOLVED to note that a new timer is in the garage for the grey switch outside light.
