09-59 MINUTES

RESOLVED to approve the minutes of the Silkstone Playing Fields Working Party (SPFWP) held on Monday 18 January 2010. 
The following amendments to the minutes were approved :

09-52 The SPFWP request that the Parish Council considers ear marking any left over budget for use on projects at the recreation ground.

09-54 The clerk will ask the grounds man to again supervise the work of Pugh Lewis and will book the STRI inspection visit for early May 2010. It was agreed that the grounds man be asked to carry out 2 fertiliser spreads in accordance with the last STRI inspection report.

It was noted that A Downes will contact G Jones to request a quote for the replacement of the landing carpet at the Pavilion.

09-60 PAVILION

RESOLVED to note that the fob holders for the SUJFC u 17’s is Mark Pearson the team manager and the fob holder for the SUJFC under 11’s is Steve High the team manager.

RESOLVED to note that the garage and football changing rooms will be cleared out during early April 10.

The Chairman read through the comments book and the following was noted :

· Water ingress in changing room 1 has been a problem during the heavy rainfall. Cllr Stier & Liddell will be meeting with a consultant on Thursday 11 March 2010 to discuss possible drainage solutions to the problems.

· Handtowels have again blocked the toilets in the football changing rooms, representatives were asked to remind their players that handtowels should not be placed in the toilets.

· The freshly painted walls in the community room have been scuffed with boots etc. Representatives will advise their teams that children should not climb on the windowsill which damages the paintwork.
· Rubbish has been left in the changing room bins. All rubbish must be removed from site following matches as there is no rubbish collection service at the pavilion.

· All players should be asked to remove their boots before entering the pavilion to avoid the transfer of mud up the stairs and around the facility. 

· All team managers should check the home and away changing rooms before and after the match and make a note of any damage.

· Air circulation is a problem in the football changing rooms. The Clerk was asked to obtain costs for the handy man to create air vents on the outside walls and also for frost stat heaters. The Clerk will report back to the next working party meeting.

RESOLVED that the Clerk will amend the Football Club licence to include 2 
signatures from the Football Club – one for seniors and one for juniors.


RESOLVED that the licences will be amended and further discussed, approved and 
signed at the next SPFWP meeting.
09-65 HANDYMAN & GROUNDSMAN

RESOLVED to note that the Clerk had forgotten to bring the timesheets to the 
meeting. The Grounds man and Handymans hours will be reviewed at the next 
meeting.
09-66 RECREATION GROUND

RESOLVED to note that Pugh Lewis has been provisionally booked for the 
third week in May 10. The Clerk will contact the Grounds man to ask that he 
supervises their work again this year.

RESOLVED that G. Wells will contact the STRI to arrange the inspection of the pitch 
and to query the correct timing for application of fertiliser to the playing surface.


RESOLVED to note that Rockin the Rec will be holding a meeting on 29 March 10 at 
the Ring O Bells at 8pm. Cllr Leech advised that he would not be able to attend the
 meeting as he is on holiday. It was agreed that the notes from the meeting should be 
e-mailed to Cllr Leech for information.


RESOLVED to note that the Parish Council now has two claims for accidents 
involving footballers falling down the banking at the side of the football pitch The first 
occurred in Nov 07 (claim received Nov 09) on the banking adjacent to the access 
track up to the pavilion. The second occurred in January 10 at the opposite side of 
the pitch next to the steps in to Con Royd Wood.  The Parish Council’s handyman 
has now erected fencing along the top of the banking at the corners of the pitch as a 
precautionary measure. The Parish Council’s current insurance company and the 
insurance company from 2007 are liaising as the two incidents are very similar.


RESOLVED that all team managers must advise the visiting team about the banking 
on both sides of the football pitch as agreed at previous meetings.

RESOLVED that another fence be erected along the banking on the access track 
side of the pitch.


RESOLVED that the possibility of advertising boards on the new fencing be 
discussed at the next meeting along with sponsors for the football and cricket clubs. 
The Clerk will investigate whether planning permission is required for advertising on 
the recreation ground

RESOLVED that Recreation Ground advertising boards be included as an item on 
the next Parish Council agenda to seek their permission to erect the advertising 
boards for the duration of the season (pending planning permission if required).

RESOLVED that the Parish Council be asked to consider whether the cricket club 
can erect a white picket fence at the front step to the Pavilion to stop balls bouncing 
up the steps to spectators. (this will be an agenda item on the Parish Councils 12 
April 10 meeting).

RESOLVED that cricket club volunteers will paint the outside of the Pavilion on the 
cricket 
side again this year. The Parish Council will supply the paint.


RESOLVED to note that the football pitch must be marked out before every game.


RESOLVED that the cricket clubs alcohol licence be an item on the next agenda.

RESOLVED to note that any outstanding contributions from users towards the 
running costs of the Pavilion and Recreation Ground are due to be paid by no later 
than 31 March 2010.
