RESOLVED to accept apologies from S Chambers (SUCC).

MINUTES 

 RESOLVED to approve the minutes of the meeting held on 9th March 2009. Minutes signed by the chairman.
J Ward advised that the date shown for the meeting of the finance meeting of 23 April 09 should read 23 March 09.

RESOLVED to note the notes from the Finance meeting on the 23 March 09

RESOLVED to bring forward agenda item 8 Pavilion to enable Band representatives to leave the meeting following this item.
08-73 PAVILION

RESOLVED to note the following comments from the comment book :

Since the last meeting the heating control has been left on a number of times, the changing room toilets have been blocked with paper towels and lights left on numerous times. The alarm has been reset following activation and so no cost for an engineer call out. The garage door has been left unlocked on one occasion.  The chairman asked members of the working party to pass these comments on to their groups.

RESOLVED to note that the central heating is not working at present. Up to now Penistone Plumbing and Heating, Vokera (the boiler manufacturer) and Whitmore electricians have looked at it.  Penistone Plumbing and Heating will be installing a new motorised valve on Friday 1st May 09.
RESOLVED to ask the handyman to look at the key cupboard door lock which is stiff and the tap in changing room 1 and taps in male toilets downstairs which are sticking.

RESOLVED that Elland football club be invoiced for the damage they caused to the football changing room following their match with the under 16’s. The Clerk will take photos and send with the invoice.

RESOLVED that the Band will remove their instruments and music from the cricket score board area. Other user groups will check to see if they have any equipment stored in this area and remove it to comply with Health and Safety requirements and to ensure the safety of individuals in this area when the cricket score board is in use.

RESOLVED that the Silkstone B Band may us Football changing room 2 to store their instruments, music etc at the end of the football season, when the football season starts and cricket season ends they can move the equipment in to Cricket changing room 2.  The Band felt this was a good compromise and acknowledged that they may have to store the equipment away from the pavilion for the 2 week overlap between the cricket and football and season.
RESOLVED that the Clerk will email the date of the next working party meeting to Jeff Pickering and Helen Croud.

Following a request from the band to change the night of the working party meeting it was RESOLVED that this would not be possible due to cricket/football training nights and the members other commitments. The Band agreed that they would practice at an alternative venue on the night of the working party meeting and so the working party will go back to meeting at 7pm instead of 8pm.

RESOLVED to note with thanks that S Chambers has investigated changing utility companies for the Pavilion and has obtained a ‘good deal’ with British Gas for electric and gas. He will report further on this at the next meeting.

RESOLVED to note that the handy man’s hours spent on the Pavilion in March 09 were 12 hours maintenance and 3hours snagging.

08-74 PAVILION BOOKINGS/HIRE

A Horsfield reported that he now has all the cricket fixtures. The clerk advised that these would be published in the Parish newsletter at the end of May.

R Stier reported that the Harriers have been advised of the increase in the charge for the Pavilion and they are happy with the facilities and with the increased charge.

08-75 CORRESPONDENCE
The Parish Council asked for an update at their next meeting on cricket field drainage. O Dyson has e-mailed the Clerk to advise that the plans to pursue funding for cricket field drainage are on hold at present. He stated that the cricket clubs priorities are to make progress with the sight screens and to apply for a licence to supply alcohol at cricket club matches.
08-76 ACCOUNTS
RESOLVED to note the Budget Monitor for 08/09 and the Budget Monitor for 09/10.
08-77 HANDYMAN
RESOLVED that the handy man’s monthly hours be projected by averaging out his hours worked month by month for the last two years.
FURTHER RESOLVED that the Handy man be asked to locate and mark the location of the water meter and strim the banking at the back of the benches next to the cricket outfield.

08-79 RECREATION GROUND
RESOLVED to note that youths have been camping in the wood adjacent the recreation ground and starting camp fires which have been left burning unattended.  The problem has been reported to the police and the youth participation worker who will speak to the young people who congregate at the back of the co-op.
RESOLVED that the Clerk will contact the Grounds man to discuss ownership of the roller which has recently been repaired.

RESOLVED that the Clerk will ask the editor of the newsletter to include an article about the increasingly common problem of dog fouling on the football field.

a. Football Pitch renovation works

An order has been placed with Pugh Lewis to carry out the works to the football field in May 09 at a cost of £2,775. The Parish Council have also instructed the grounds man to oversee the work to ensure that all works requested are carried out to his satisfaction.
The STRI inspection report has not yet been received.  G Wells agreed to chase this.  

RESOLVED that following receipt of the STRI report the grounds mans timesheet be updated to reflect any timescales for application of fertiliser etc indicated in the report.

The muddy patch at the edge of the football field was discussed at some length to ascertain possible causes. RESOLVED to note that a spring runs under this area and that the area is used by football spectators. N Bentley will investigate further and report back at the next meeting. Cllr Stier advised that it would not be possible to rod the drain or send a camera down to see where the blockage is due to the nature of the drain.
