08-73 CORRESPONDENCE
Mr Dyson from the cricket club addressed the working party with his concerns about the current arrangements for the running of the Pavilion and recreation ground.  He stated that the Parish Council were not treating the cricket club fairly because the cricket teams carry out a lot of voluntary work to maintain the cricket wicket to such a high standard.
