08-45 PAVILION
The Chairman read through the Health and Safety and Comment book and signed both. Yet again it was noted that some user groups have left the lights on in the pavilion. A reminder that the person responsible for locking up should ensure that all the lights are switched off.  Also please check the thermostat as this has been left on at 30 on one occasion this month. Also check the disabled toilets before leaving because the alarm had been activated on one occasion and left ringing. Rubbish is also frequently left at the pavilion – please remove from site as the pavilion does not have any wheelie bins for rubbish.
On the weekend of the 13th/14th September a user group activated the alarm because the alarm was not set when the NCT used the pavilion on Monday 15th Sept.  The Parish Council had to call out an engineer to reset the alarm and this cost will be passed on to the responsible user group.
The gas bottle and BBQ left in the pavilion are to be removed as soon as possible.

08-47 RECREATION GROUND

A. Safety barrier – football pitch
A Horsfield distributed a report on the possible crash barrier solutions for the football pitch and these were discussed.  A Horsfield will investigate the alternative suggestions made by the working party including orange plastic fencing and posts and rugby post type foam padding for posts.  This item will be discussed further at the next meeting in November.

It was noted that all football clubs will need to provide respect tape at all matches in accordance with the Huddersfield league requirements this season.

B. Shrub border at side of Pavilion

Cllr Stier and G Wells advised the working party of the history of this planted area.  It is untidy and is not maintained.  CARE did plant additional shrubs and import soil to try to improve the area but this has not worked.  Options suggested are to grass over the area or gravel it.  Members of the working party were asked to consider how this area could be improved and the item will be discussed again at the next meeting when a way forward will be agreed.

08-48 ACCOUNTS
Yorkshire Water has again been advised of the change of address for the issue of their bills and the address details have been advised to Barnsley MBC.

The bank account of SPFMC will remain open for another month to ensure that Yorkshire Water and Barnsley MBC do not direct debit that account again.

It was noted that BMBC have issued an invoice for the work to the lighting at the pavilion in the sum of £950 and that the electricity invoice for the last quarter is £200.
08-49 SILKSTONE COMMON RECREATION GROUND
Working party members noted that the questionnaire will be distributed with the parish council newsletter to all Silkstone Common residents. Working party members agreed to advise the clerk of any comments they have via e-mail asap.

08-50 ANY OTHER PLAYING FIELDS BUSINESS
The Insurance issue with the recreation ground sign in the petrol station is still on-going.  D Walker is chasing the insurers regularly.
G Wells advised that A French has confirmed that the posts in the garage cannot be used.  The Clerk was asked to contact A Downes to see if he wanted them before they are skipped.

G Wells asked if the junior pitch was verti drained as well as the main pitch as part of Blakedowns contract. A Horsfield advised that the junior pitch is not verti drained as there is no drainage underneath the junior pitch.

The Clerk was asked to contact BMBC to ask that their electrician returns to the pavilion to sort out the outside light.

A Horsfield stated that the banking alongside the football pitch is very overgrown. G Wells advised that CARE will be cutting back this area during November.
