1. APOLOGIES  
RESOLVED to accept apologies from S Chambers (SUCC Juniors)
2. DELARATIONS OF INTEREST

None

3. MINUTES

RESOLVED to confirm the minutes of the February 08 SPFWP meeting as a true and accurate record. The Chairman signed the minutes.
4. HALLMARK SCHEME FOR COMMUNITY BUILDINGS

RESOLVED to discuss this item later in the meeting upon the arrival of Cllr D Liddell

5. CORRESPONDENCE
CCTV – 3 quotes were presented to Parish Council and varied widely so a standard specification was agreed by Parish Council and the Clerk awaits the three comparative quotes. A Crime and Safety inspector visited the pavilion and advised against CCTV – his report will be discussed at the next Parish Council meeting on 12 May 08 alongside the quotes.
Gas Valve Housing – one quote received, the Clerk will arrange a few more quotes for the Council to consider at their meeting on 12 May 08 after which an order will be placed.
6. ACCOUNTS

Andy Horsfield handed over Yorkshire Water account papers and Rates forms to the Clerk, he agreed to hand over the finance file to the clerk in a few weeks time.

RESOLVED to note that the current bank balance in the SPFMC account is £719.32

RESOLVED that the Silkstone B Band will pay for the extra set of keys they requested.

RESOLVED that each football team will pay £23 towards the cost of the nets purchased by Adult football. Payment to be made direct to Adult football (Andy Horsfield).
7. GROUNDSMAN

RESOLVED that each team using the playing fields will contribute £75 to the Parish Council towards the cost of the groundsman for the financial year 07/08. The Clerk will issue an invoice to each team upon receipt of an e-mail confirming an address to send the invoice for each team.

FURTHER RESOLVED that the Parish Council will agree on the contribution to be requested of the football and cricket clubs for the groundsman for the financial year 08/09. The Clerk will report back to the next meeting of the working party.
RESOLVED that the Clerk will write to the Groundsman upon receipt of his contact details from Andy Horsfield to advise him of the new procedures for invoicing and payment and giving the Parish Council meeting dates.
8. PAVILION MAINTENANCE/ALARM PROCEDURES

It was noted that the updated alarm system requires a fob and that Cllr Stier will meet with Comtech this week to programme in the fobs for each user group.

RESOLVED that should a user group require more than one fob they will be invoiced for the cost of the additional fob.

RESOLVED that with effect from the 15th April 08 any user group that sets off the alarm necessitating it to be reset by an engineer will incur the cost of the engineer to reset it.

RESOLVED to note that Manterfield Roofing have been given the order for the repair work to the Pavilion roof following the theft of lead. The contractor will be on site tomorrow.

RESOLVED to note Colin Warings hours as follows:
Snagging 14 hours February, 10.5 hours March.

Maintenance 19hours February , 17.5 hours March.

9. PAVILION BOOKINGS/HIRE

RESOLVED to note that the cricket club have booked the pavilion for a social on the evening of Saturday 10th May 08.
RESOLVED to note that the Silkstone B Band are a new user of the pavilion from 7th April 08 and are using the community room for practice. Their representative Jeff Pickering has joined the working party.
RESOLVED to note that the Crime and Safety Sub Group meeting has moved to a Wednesday evening once a month.

RESOLVED to note that the Rockin the Rec event will take place on 21 June 08 as part of the 2 villages festival. It was confirmed that the area will be fenced off and admission will be by ticket only. 

FURTHER RESOLVED that the organisers of Rockin the Rec be asked to make a contribution towards the cost of running the recreation ground.

RESOLVED that the Clerk will amend the booking form in relation to the hire costs of the pavilion and will e-mail the amended booking form to all user groups.
RESOLVED that all fixture lists should be advised to Andy Horsfield as soon as they are confirmed.

RESOLVED to note that the last football match will be on 5th May 08 after which date the goal posts will be removed.

10. SILKSTONE RECREATION GROUND

RESOLVED to note that the STRI inspector will be visiting on the 21st April 08 at 4pm any user group representative interested in attending is welcome to do so. Andy Horsfield will ask the groundsman to attend the meeting. The STRI report will be issued to Blakedown upon receipt.

RESOLVED that Andy Horsfield will book Blakedown asap.

The Clerk advised the working party that one of the Parish Councillors has produced a land terrior detailing the land deeds held by the Parish Council. There are some questions which need answering by the Charity Commission and a solicitor to clarify points in the deed before the Council can consider whether to pursue the Deed of Dedication with Fields in Trust.

Graham Wells had obtained a quotation for leylandi plants to go along the length of the banking. Cllr Stier advised that it had been discovered that a number of utilities including the main drain run the length of the banking and therefore it would be inadvisable to place pants in this location.

RESOLVED that Andy Horsfield will obtain a written quotation for the protective fencing (portable foam filled plastic covered bales) to be presented to the Parish Council for consideration at their meeting on 12 May 08 along with a report from the football club advising the need for the fence following a serious accident. All members were asked to consider possible funding for the protective fence.

The NCT representative left the meeting.
Cllr D Liddell joined the meeting.

11. HEALTH AND SAFETY

The Chairman of the working party signed the Health and Safety book.

It was noted that a surprise Health and Safety Inspection had been carried out by Barnsley MBC last week. The full report will be issued to the Clerk and this will be made available to working party members.

It was noted that HiTek have installed the emergency call alarms in the disabled toilets.

Cllr Stier requested Darron Walker to ask Owen Dyson if he would set up the timers.

Darron Walker stated that Signs Xtra have provided a number of signs for the pavilion free of charge and suggested that they be asked if they would like an advert in the Parish Council newsletter free of charge by way of a thank you.

14. HALLMARK SCHEDME FOR COMMUNITY BUILDINGS
Cllr D Liddell – Chairman of the Parish Council asked the working parties permission to carry out a Hallmark inspection of the Pavilion. This is usually used for village halls and would be an experiment to see if the Quality Mark scheme would work for sports pavilions. The information he provided included a model hiring agreement which the working party agreed would be a useful document. The inspection considers all aspects of how the Pavilion is managed and may highlight weaknesses which the working party would be expected to address. There would be no cost for this exercise.

RESOLVED that Cllr Liddell may carry out an inspection of the Pavilion at no cost and that the working party will action any recommendations for improvement.
