PUBLIC QUESTION TIME
Cllr D Liddell raised the question of the Silkstone Tunnels on the Trans Pennine Trail; there used to be monitoring of the tunnels due to legacy mineworking’s, but he has not seen or heard of any updated information. The Clerk will contact Sarah Ford at Barnsley MBC and ascertain if there is any monitoring still taking place. 

Cllr Smith reported inconsiderate parking on Ben Bank Road especially around the junction with Cone Lane and Moorend Lane leading to problems with visibility when coming on to Ben Bank Road and wondered if Barnsley MBC traffic management should look at measures to control parking. 

Cllr M Liddell reported visibility issues when exiting High Street at the junction with the A628 due to overgrown trees obscuring the view of oncoming vehicles. The Clerk thought management works had taken place at this point, but it has either grown since or not been done correctly. 

Cllr Leech again raised the issue of gully cleaning across the parish. He will let the Clerk have specific locations so a targeted and specific report can be made the Barnsley MBC.

The Clerk reported that CCTV had now been installed around the Pavilion and Recreation Ground covering the car park, MUGA and Huskar Community Rooms. Repairs to the Pavilion fire exit doors had been completed and contractors had made an attempt to source the drainage issues adjacent to the football pitch. 
RESOLVED to note the update from the Clerk. 
The Clerk further reported that the Huskar Community Trust have asked that the Parish Council reconsiders amendment works to the MUGA area to prevent footballs hitting the Community Rooms and causing damage. A proposal was put forward by Barnsley MBC some time ago to move panels from one side of the MUGA and increase the height on the Community Rooms side. 
RESOLVED to ask the Clerk to liaise with the Community Trust and ascertain costings then report back to Council.
