DRAFT MINUTES of the MEETING of SILKSTONE PARISH COUNCIL held on Monday 4th April 2022 in Silkstone Sports Pavilion. 
PRESENT
Meeting Chaired by Cllr Richard Leech

Also, present : Richard Bell (Clerk) and one member of the public. 
PUBLIC QUESTION TIME
A resident reported a pothole on Cone Lane at Lighting Column 20; also, the stop tap box lid is still missing. 

The resident also confirmed that the Penistone Crime & Safety sub-group, which had previously folded has now been resumed. The PCSO covering the area are keen to promote themselves. The resident handed over leaflets giving contact details of the local PCSO. 

Cllr Gill raised the issue of the construction site next to the Allotments which could be very dangerous. There are deep holes that have been dug and steep sides with little or no covering. The site is not secure and anyone, including children could enter the site. The Clerk will report to BMBC planning. 

Cllr D Liddell reported issues with a fence on the Trans Pennine Trail at Knabbs Lane which seems to have collapsed and be dangerous. Cllr Leech said he would have a look next time he was in the area. 

Cllr Leech again reported issues with gullies across the villages, notably on Cone Lane and A628 He also said that the steps between Manor Park and Towngate need replacing. Cllr Leech will send photographs o the Clerk for reporting to BMBC.
Cllr M Liddell confirmed that refurbishment works were being planned by Berneslai Homes across the Parish, due to end in June 2022. 
Cllr Leech reported to Council ongoing ‘Anti-Social Behaviour’ around Silkstone Recreation Ground. A shopping trolley dumped in the Beck, signs tore down and motorcycles being ridden on the football playing surface. All have been reported to the Police via 101 service. CCTV images have been collected.

21-246 ALLOTMENT WORKING PARTY       
Cllr Leech said that the issue of the sheds on allotment sites 1 and 2 was a continuing concern. It is a big problem with no easy solution. There are several small cement asbestos sheets on the roof which are inert and stable unless damaged. 
The Clerk said that there is no access to site to have the sheds demolished, no way a skip can be put adjacent to the allotments unless permission is gained from the developers of the former garages site. The Clerk has written three times to the developers with no success. 

Cllr Gill asked how much had been spent on the allotment site; the Clerk said that it was within budget – a new tap had been fitted. The main cost is for water supply. Cllr M Liddell said that the rent was low compared to other parts of the Borough. 
Cllr Smith said that whilst the Parish Council had a duty to maintain the allotments holders themselves also had a responsibility to keep their allotment safe and maintained.

Cllr Leech supported the application saying it was good to encourage new sporting teams, especially girls’ teams to complement the Ladies football team already playing on the Recreation Ground. Cllr Williams and Cllr Gill agreed without dissention.
