DRAFT MINUTES of the MEETING of SILKSTONE PARISH COUNCIL held on Monday 6th June 2022 in Silkstone Sports Pavilion. 
PRESENT
Meeting Chaired by Cllr Richard Leech 
Councillors: Debra Smith, Janice Wake, Sue Williams, Derek Liddell, Peter Millar and Lesley Gill.
Also, present : Richard Bell (Clerk) and one member of the public. 
PUBLIC QUESTION TIME
A resident raised the issue of overgrown vegetation on Footpath number 18 from Cone Lane to Hall Royd Lane making it virtually impassable. Also, overgrown hedging outside South Yorkshire Buildings causing pedestrians to enter the road to pass. 

He further reported the stop tap cover on Cone Lane is still missing and could be a safety hazard. 

Cllr D Liddell again reported the fencing off Knabbs Lane down the Trans Pennine trail as being broken and potentially hazardous. 
Cllr Gill reported overgrown trees on the junction of A628 and High Street restricting driver visibility.

Cllr Millar has received a report of dog fouling on the grassed area next to the Monkey Tunnel, which seems like a regular occurrence. 
The Clerk has received two reports of very young children entering Cone Lane from the campsite resulting in near miss accidents. With the permission of the Chairman, reported in public questions as a potentially very serious issue. 

Cllr Leech has discussed the incidents with the owner of the farm/campsite who is going to install gates to reduce the risk. 

Cllr Leech reported to Council more evidence of ‘Anti-Social Behaviour’ and substance abuse around the MUGA. – these have been reported to the Police. 

Cllr Leech again reported issues with gullies across the villages, notably on Cone Lane and A628 He also said that the steps between Manor Park and Towngate still needed attention and will send photographs to the Clerk for reporting to BMBC.

22-029 NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN     
Ian Turner explained to Council that the next stage of the Neighbourhood Development Plan was to submit the documents that have been shared with Members prior to the meeting once Council had considered and resolved to adopt. 

The documents are:- 

(a) Submission Plan Final (post-Regulation 14 consultation)
 (b) Consultation statement

 (c) Basic Conditions Statement

 (d) Strategic Environmental Assessment (SRA) Screening Assessment 

 (e) Habitats Regulations Assessment (HRA) Screening Assessment 

He went through each of them explaining the purpose of each document. Ian Turner also pointed out the amendments made following the Regulation 14 consultation. 

Additionally, following the consultation there are a number of non-planning issues identified that would need to be considered by Silkstone Parish Council. 
Once Council have adopted the documents as being suitable for submission to the Planning Authority, he will liaise with the Clerk and Kirkwells in getting the documents delivered electronically including a covering letter from the Parish Council.

The Clerk explained that the existing Standing Orders contained subjectivities and options that needed to be amended and/or deleted. Furthermore, the Coronavirus Addendum can now be deleted as it is no longer applicable. 

RESOLVED to accept the amendments put forward by the Clerk and adopt the revised Standing Orders with immediate effect.

22-032 ALLOTMENTS         
The Clerk explained that an allotment holder had enquired about keeping bees on his allotment. Following research of various web-based articles, including the National Allotment Society, it would appear that not only is the allotment site as a whole not large enough, but flight paths of bees would cross over footpaths and other allotment sites so the recommendation is that no bee keeping should be allowed. 
Currently the Silkstone Allotment Rules  allow for the keeping of livestock but limited to chicken. 
Members discussed whether the keeping of bees should be allowed, with the consensus being that the site is not suitable. 

RESOLVED to accept the amended Allotment Rules as proposed by the Clerk but to retain the definition of livestock to remain as chicken only. 

Cllr Smith left the meeting room at 7.43pm.
